Up In Smoke! 
In years past the burning of yard waste in residential areas has been a controversial issue for the City of 
Everly.  Residents have the right to have back yard fires and burn their own yard waste, but please be 
thoughtful of neighbors.  Please take a minute to read over the following:  
 
Title VI: Chapter 6 Fire Prevention Code & Fire Fighting, Article 8 General Provisions 
 
Open Burning within the City of Everly is permitted for burning of rubbish originating on the premises.  No 
person shall kindle or maintain any premise fire or authorize any such fire to be kindled or maintained on 
any private land unless (1) the location is not less than 25 feet from any structure and adequate provisions 
are made to prevent the fire from spreading to within 25 feet of any structure, or (2) the fire is contained in 
an approved waste burner located safely not less than 15 feet from any structure.  Such fires shall be con-
stantly attended by a competent person until such fire is extinguished.  This person shall have a garden 
hose connected to the water supply, or other fire extinguishing equipment readily available for use. The 
Fire Chief or his designee has the power to enforce fire safety and these regulations. 
 
If you would like a complete listing of the rules or have questions please call City Hall.  Fires are not al-
lowed to be on City streets.  Please note that residents should also comply with county wide burning bans.     
 
If you do not want to burn your yard waste, the City dump is an alternate way to get rid of that refuse. 
Items that may be taken to the dump include leaves, tree limbs, branches, and grass clip-
pings.  All items should be placed on the pile and all leaves are to be removed from any 
plastic bags.  If you would like the City to pick up yard waste at  your home, please stop at 
City Hall and purchase yard waste tags.  All items must be bagged or bundled.   
 
Please be courteous to you neighbors if you are going to burn.  Be aware of the wind speed 
and direction.  The elderly and asthmatic residents will appreciate your thoughtfulness.   

Budget Billing 
The time is now to decide if you would like to go on budget billing!  Residential gas customers have the op-
tion of budgeting their gas payments over a 12 month period.  This helps to alleviate high payments in the 
winter months by creating a more stable payment throughout the year.   
 
To figure this budget amount, the last 12 months of your gas usage is calculated, then divided over a 12 
month period to figure your new monthly rate.  While your gas usage may fluctuate each month your pay-
ment will remain the same.  In February, your account will be reviewed to see how your payments compare 
to the actual usage.  If necessary an adjustment can be made.  Then in May, your account will be trued up 
by applying any credit you have to your next years budget, or making a final payment for any over usage 
you may have had.   
 
Please contact Janice at City Hall, 712-834-2691, to sign up for budget billing.  The new budget year starts 
June 1st.  Current budget customers will automatically continue on budget billing unless they request to be 
taken off.  
 
The City of Everly also offers automatic payment withdrawal from your bank account.  If you would like to 
have your utility payment automatically deducted stop at City Hall to complete the paperwork.   
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Plants are growing!  Please remember to trim any shrubs, bushes, or plants that block access to your  
water and gas meters.  Thank you!
